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Dr. Grant is an epidemiologist who has worked in perinatal substance abuse research and intervention for over 20 years.  Dr. Grant is on faculty at the University of Washington, where she is Associate Professor of Psychiatry at the School of Medicine, Adjunct Associate Professor of Epidemiology at the School of Public Health, and Research Affiliate with the Center on Human Development and Disability.  She is Director of the Fetal Alcohol and Drug Unit, and since its inception in 1991 has directed the Washington State Parent-Child Assistance Program (PCAP), an award-winning intervention working with mothers who abuse alcohol and drugs during pregnancy.
